Mining education in Ekaterynoslav gubernia was developing during a period of political, social and economic
crisis. It was a part of the Russian industrial education system. Mining was in need of engineers, mid-level technicians
and workers. Preparation of mid-level specialists in the late 19th — early 20th century was carried out in the mining
schools of Ekaterynoslav gubernia: Lysichank’s mining school and Polyakov mining college.

The content of the educational process depended on the professional requirements for the future mining
specialists. The curriculum included studying of theoretical knowledge about general technical and special disciplines.
Much attention was paid to holding practical lessons for acquiring working skills. Practice was organized in conditions
of real mines under the experienced mining expert’s guidance.

Mining industrialists who were interested in high-quality preparation of skilled workers actively influenced
the processes of education organizing in mining schools.

Based on the analyses of the available sources the activities of temperance society in alcoholism control among
population during the first quarter of the 20th century had been revealed. The author revealed the reasons of mass
drunkenness, which include living and working conditions of the masses, their economic, legal and cultural status;
rising unemployment; mass migration of rural population to large industrial cities; drinking habits and rituals; features
of production, transportation and sale of alcoholic beverages etc. It is noted that in the alcohol problem solving a
significant role was given to temperance society, whose main objective was to counter alcohol drinking through
personal example of the society members; disseminating of ideas about the harmful drinking influence through
conducting of anti-alcohol exhibitions and congresses; scientific lectures conducting etc. Tea houses and snack bars
where people pursued free time instead of taverns and pubs played an important role in promoting a sober lifestyle of
temperance societies. Often the tea houses included reading rooms and libraries. Literature was selected with the
specificity of the readers.

The issue of negative effects of alcohol consumption by children was actively discussed. For that purpose, it
was introduced a compulsory teaching of sobriety fundamentals in primary school for pupils to familiarize with the
effects of drinking alcohol.

Thus, the results of our research allow to conclude that methods of alcoholism control, which were used in the
first quarter of the 20th century are active now.

To study the history of pedagogical innovation movement requires first of all establishing its periods, which
will make it possible to understand the genesis, dynamics of the analyzed phenomenon, to determine trends and identify
regularities, based on which scientific generalization can be made. Pedagogical innovation depends on social-economic
and political factors, development of culture in general, but most of all it shows the state of education in society, which
is why, distinguishing the development periods of innovation movement it is advisable to take into account specific
aspects of the development of education in proper chronological order. Scientific references do not give one date of the
beginning of innovation movement. The studied scientific works show that a word combination innovation movement
was referred to the activity of teachers-innovators in the 70-80ties; this resulted in the stereotype according to which the
teachers’ activity of this period is understood as innovation movement. However, the tendency to innovation, search of
the improvement of the education system in general and its separate components are typical for pedagogical activity at
all the stages of its existence. Our research covers a chronological period of XX century — the time of the appearance of
Ukrainian national school. We think the concept innovation movement implies its various manifestations which can be
of different intensity at each particular stage.

Little-known archive source "Letter to the Reverend Fathers of Lviv Jesuit College. With reflections on
prescriptions, issued by them in 1761 concerning the Lviv Academy" is introduced to the scientific rotation. It was
found in the library of Polish Academy of Sciences (town of Kurnik) concerning the establishment of Lviv University in
the period of the Ukrainian Baroque. Analysis of the content of the document gives reason to affirm that the University
of Lviv, in spite of the struggle that was fought in respect of its opening, was the first institution of higher education of
the European type on the western part of Ukraine, and therefore played an important role in the development and
establishment of Ukrainian higher education and pedagogical thought.

In particular, in the letter a polemic was held regarding granting privileges to Zamoyska Academy equal to
Krakow and Lviv Academy privileges. Also fears were expressed that Lviv Academy claiming the similarity to Krakow
violates the strength and integrity of ancient laws, rights and prerogatives of Krakow Academy, if not aiming
toappropriate them, because as stated in the said document, the Fathers of Jesuits received privileges in 1661 for the
Academy in Lviv against the rights and privileges of Krakow Academy.
