The article highlights the contribution of the Board Paul Galagan in life and one of the directors of
institutions — Stepovycha Andronicus (1857-1935 gg.). College Paul Galagan known in the history of Ukrainian
culture and education as a unique innovative educational institution the late nineteenth - early twentieth century.

Generally, G. Galaganov managed to create such educational institution, who had not been in, and extremely
innovative in its principles. First, there were the young men trained 16 years and master program for 5, 6, 7 and 8
classes of school. Second, the Board combined academic and educational work, which was not in schools. Thirdly,
although Board and had a basis to school curricula approved by the Ministry of Education, but at the same time had
the right to change them at will. Fourth, the Board ruled in a family atmosphere, respect for students, no penalties,
taking care of their health, personal approach, education of patriotism and especially a lot of attention was paid to the
overall development of students and the education of high moral qualities.

Founder Board dibraty managed a team that was able to put his best wishes. Thus, the first director of the
Board was appointed Vladimir Grigoriev, a man of the highest humanity, which immediately established between all
ordinary reasonable relationship. Of the law was the priest Ivan Ekzempliarsky (later Eminence Archbishop Jerome
Warsaw and Chelm), a person of extremely high moral qualities; second prominent figure in the Board and in the
future known educator and researcher V. Sypovskyy; teacher of mathematics and physics worked G. Cherniavsky,
extraordinary personality; G. taught ancient languages Yanchevetskyy, Russian literature and read P. Zhytetsky. All
these subject teachers and educators were simultaneously.

Great sense of gratitude to the alma mater forever remain in the hearts of A. Stepovycha and his friends
Collegiate. This was caused, first of all, Gregory P. Galagan personality. He created the atmosphere in the College of
family comfort, family spirit that permeated the attitude of teachers to students.

It was found that Pavel Galagan College and was a decisive landmark importance in the life and work of A.
Stepovycha: it has formed his outlook, defined his scientific guidance and provided an opportunity to realize their best
quality teacher-innovator, leader of the new formation, the Master with a capital letter.

The article deals with forming leadership skills in scout organisations. The forms of scout activities are viewed
through their ability to form leadership skills. The main stages of the Scout Movement in the United States are
described according to the periodization proposed by Ukrainian researcher S. Dyba. Particular attention is focused on
the first phase, which covers the period from the beginning of XX century to 20-ies of XX century and it is
characterized by the military-patriotic activities.

The programmes organized by scouts or the ones scouts took part in are described. Among them there are:
«Learning To Read», annual National campaign of good turns, project of tree planting, leadership training, activities
under the slogan «Help Win the War», Americanization programme and others. The origins of special scout societies
such as Sea scouts and The Order of the Arrow are mentioned. The history of first scout publications, such as «Boys"
Life», «Scouting» magazines, handbook about 57 scout awards, The Handbook for Scoutmasters, Handbook on
Nautical Scouting and others is revealed in the article. Appearance of holidays connected with scouting - Scout
Sunday or Scout Sabbath and Scout Week is described.

It is concluded that the Scout Movement in the United States as a non-political organization has become
popular due to the coincidence of the state's priorities and goals of the organization, the media, the patriotism of its
members during the First World War and the postwar period, the support of the local community and well-organized
management system of the organization .

In further studies deserve the steps of the Scout Movement, contents, forms and methods of forming
leadership skills of members of scout organizations in the United States.

This article is a continuation of the lighting on the basis of analysis used for the first time archival and little-
known manuscript sources the contribution (1944-1954) of Research Institute of Defectology (special pedagogics) of
the Ministry of Education of the Ukrainian SSR to the development of schools for children with special needs during
the second phase of the second period to its activities - 1948-1954. The beginning of study was published in
«Exceptional child: teaching and upbringing» 2014. 2 (70).

The focus is on finding the achievements of the Institute in the context of the individualization of the
educational process in different types of special schools. Analyzed topics and staff’s scientific production (curricula,
textbooks, methodical issues), their impact on the deepening of differentiated approach to children with impaired
mental and physical development in terms of determining the depth of defects, appropriate methods of educational
work with them, the content of education for these children, paths of their professional training.

During the second stage of the second period of activity Institute issued a series of textbooks - mostly on the
Ukrainian language-readers for the auxiliary schools and schools for the deaf (M.Grischenko, P.Guslisty, P.Guslista,
A.Smalyuga), which for years have been used in Ukrainiane special schools; conducted methodical work (A.Gandzhy,
F.Goldin, P.Guslisty, 1.Vasilenko, I.Katsovska, V.Lyubchenko, N.Pravdina, A.Smalyuga, R.Fridlyand, R.Fayngold)
focused primarily on the methodical issues for developing speech and thinking of special schools pupils’, improving
techniques and methods of teaching. The contribution of employees into the deepening of individualization of the
educational process in special schools of Ukraine considered a pioneering development of standards assessments in the
Ukrainian language (for 1-7 grades) and arithmetic for special school, educational programs for children-imbecile, for
deaf children with mental retardation, as well as deepening individualization of teaching deaf means of sound
equipment, to contribute to improving the state of complete special schools and training of pupils with special
necessities.

The results of scientists” researching various schools allowed to initiate before the Ministry of Education of
the Ukrainian SSR important issues such as the organization of separate schools for children with speech disorders (in
various pathological causes), the differentiation of schools for the blind (according to the degree of blindness) and deaf
(according to the degree of deafness).

Established the positive achievements of the Institute - providing by staff during numerous business trips to
special schools of Ukraine the necessary methodical and practical assistance to teachers and educators, most of which
at the time had no special defectological education; study and dissemination of best teaching practices. The
disadvantages of the Institute's activities attributed the lack of specificity of the fundamental study of children with
special necessities, experimental psychological and educational research.

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For the first time introduced the little-known scientific use primary sources relating to the activities
Proletcult (1917-1932) and to determine its structure, organizational framework, requlatory framework. Charter of
the All-Russian analyzed proletarian cultural and educational organizations, which stated that the All-Russian
Council Proletcult as complete a new form of organization of the labor movement is the center that integrates and
controls in the case of building proletarian culture revolutionary Communist proletariat. All decisions of the All-
Russian Conference and Council are binding on all Proletkult. Analysis of the content of constituent documents
Proletcult made it possible to conclude that the first time they declared, created and subsequently approved device
management culture and improved forms of work: conferences, reports, resolutions, delegates, minutes, reports and so
on. According to the «Plan Proletkult organization» approved studies literature, theater, visual arts, music. In the
organizational structure of the basic unit Proletcult to develop proletarian culture is the proletarian club, whose work
should be based on the creative activity of all its members. The structure, which would be "a center of proletarian
science" developed methodological approaches and conceptual provisions create proletarian culture, proletarian
university was named as a system of cultural and educational institutions, whose work is based on the equality of
teachers and students and a friendly discipline.

independent work of students; respect is to the student; individual approach; education of patriotism; a concordance of
pedagogical measures is with the collective of class; abolition of punishments and others like that. The row of
pedagogical ideas and principles is analysed 1. Nechiporenko. A teacher considered that the school mode must not harm
the exposure of personality and individuality of student; school must avoid superfluous regulation of life of students
and dry formalism; a task of educator is in development, awakening for the student of good moods and honest ideals,
for the sake of their blessing and blessing of school; school, must support love to knowledges and value not only results
but also efforts which a student gives a report, to attain them, school must worry about the health of every student; to
the measures about mental and moral education anxieties must be attached and about physical education. To the
scientific appeal a not popular document, which will extend history of pedagogy knowledge about existence in school
practice of Ukraine of such unique phenomenon, which of Pavlo Galagan Collegium, the collective of which kept the
best traditions and wanted new in organization educational-educate to the process, was, are entered.
