The article deals with pedagogical views of Theophane Prokopovych on human nature, the possibilities of its
learning, cognitive possibilities of its sensory experience, mind as a criterion of scientific knowledge, strengthening the
importance of early education, especially moral, for successful development of personality. The following thought of
scientist was proven: human actions to be moral must be based on the knowledge and free choice of the good that means
that to awaken in a person his natural predisposition for the good and to overcome equally natural predisposition to the
evil, we must appeal to his mind and will and educate them.

The views of Theophane Prokopovych on the organization of the educational process, proven by him in the book
«Spiritual rules» rated by the contemporaries as «Song of Enlightenment», and his opinion on the combination of secu-
lar and religious education, finding of connection between various sciences that were taught in educational institutions
of XVIII century were highlighted in the article.

It was found that the content of the famous work contains a detailed plan of academies and seminaries organi-
zation, also advanced thoughts about teaching methods and students’ regime are esxpressed. The value of «Spiritual
rules» was emphasized; this document made the case of schools foundation mandatory and put it in state policy. The
article deals with the education system proposed by Theophane Prokopovych, which included church schools of three
types: Pontifical (elementary) school, seminarium rate of eight (Middle School), Academy (high school).

The article analyzes the development of a network of institutions of vocational education in Sumy region
within 1959-1991. It focuses on organization and restructuring of vocational schools, which was in accordance with
changes in the requlatory framework, the change in the number of students in these institutions, the expansion of the
list of professions for which was prepared by skilled workers, the transition of vocational education for the training of
workers with secondary education. The rapid development of science and technology greatly influenced the development
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of the network of vocational schools, encouraged the creation of new, technologically more complex jobs. Analysis of
requlatory documents, archival sources revealed that during 1959-1991 was an intensive development network of voca-
tional education in Sumy region, reorganization institutions took place, new skills cut off, and the number of students
in vocational schools increased significantly. Changing quantity and quality of vocational schools: in 1958 there were
19 in vocational schools, and in 1989-46, which carried out training for 90 specialties.

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The article deals with the role and the significance of the singing education within the general development of
musical education in Ukraine in the 17 — 18t centuries. Genre variety of the Ukrainian folk song and its progressive
development during different periods is also described in the article. The experience is based on the work of the Musical
School of the town of Glukhiv, Musical Academy of the town of Kremenchyg, Kharkiv College and Kyiv Academy the
opening of which were the first steps in preparing proper specialists. Much attention is paid to the Ukrainian folk song
as the basic of different instrumental works - from simple arrangement by solo instrument or rather small ensemble to
introduction of it to symphony and opera. The process of enriching of numerous genres of folk creation and increasing
interest to it from progressive-minded writers, poets, and musicians is mentioned is this article as well. There is also a
description of one of the most important directions in the development of musical education of that time - many-voiced
church singing a cappella which takes it name from special style of singing - singing in separate parts. There are some
examples of different forms of musical performances of that time too. The article proves that the most remarkable
achievements of national musical culture of the 17t — 18 centuries are inseparably connected with the development of
singing education, choir creation and choir performance and it is due to the inclination of the Ukrainian people to col-
lective singing.

The research is devoted to generalization of the main approaches to the problem of higher education formation
on the territory of Ukraine. Conducted analysis makes it possible to classify them and identify the fact that some schol-
ars associate the sources of higher education origin in Ukraine with the Athenian system of the Greek policies at the
Northern Black Sea Coast, while others find them at the Palace School of Kievan Rus and establishments of preparation
higher church hierarchy; the representatives of the third group emphasize importance of the centuries-old practice of
Ukrainians’ «intelligent tourism» in Europe. Some researchers see in corporate nature of democracy and communal
schools the samples of European universities. A number of reputable scientists are solidary in identifying an out-
standing value of Ostrog Academy in the development of the scientific potential, preservation of the Orthodox Ukraini-
ans national identity. It has been determined that the majority of the domestic and foreign representatives of the scien-
tific community give «garland» alma-mater of higher education - the Kyiv-Mohyla Academy - as the first university of
the Preclassical type and Lviv University - the first university of the classical type.

Among the factors of higher education formation in Ukraine as the priority point, the presence of national
statehood, as well as the impact of public and private initiatives for cultural and educational processes has been high-
lighted.

The article analyzed historical trends of school’s foreign language education in Ukraine in the second half of
the twentieth century. The positive and negative aspects of teaching of foreign languages from which outlined the prog-
nostic trends of further development and improvement of this process was discovered. The shortcomings in the organi-
zation of process of teaching foreign languages of pupils in the secondary school of Ukraine in the second half of the
twentieth century was revealed and made the comparative analogy to the modern school. The most appropriate ways to
implement the ideas of the past in the practice of the secondary school was grounded. Established, that the leading
trends in foreign languages teaching in the secondary school of Ukraine at the second half of the twentieth century were
follows: genesis of content, forms and methods of foreign languages teaching influenced by social and political factors;
substantiation and partial realization the idea of continuous foreign language education from primary school and in-
stitutes, establishment and development of scientific research in the sphere of foreign languages; combination of full-
time education with part-time and elective courses; development of new methods of teaching (personality-active
method, communicative) and reorientation of teaching purposes on the individual student; dominance in foreign lan-
guage training the receptive skills on «live communication»; predominance of collective group methods of learning over
personal oriented; lack of adequate of infrastructure and informational-communication technologies.

The paper highlights the development of the idea of polytechnic studies during the years 1954-1958. Polytechnic
education involved secondary school students acquainted with the basic principles of all processes of production and the
formation of their skills handling the simplest of all instruments of production. Defined public documents proclaimed
the need to introduce polytechnic education. The characteristic directions of practical implementation Polytechnic di-

rected learning content.

Finding ways to introduce polytechnic education in secondary school lasted a long time. First knowledge of the
main sectors of economic activity provided during circle work and excursions, later in the classroom for industrial
training.

Practical implementation of polytechnic education gradually led to the professionalization of the senior classes of
secondary school. Inclusion in curriculum content polytechnic education has led to a reduction in general body of
knowledge and to overload students, in some schools, workload reached 12 hours a day. Feasibility Polytechnic educa-
tion was carried out by including the content of polytechnic education in disciplines (physics, chemistry, biology, etc.),
ensure Polytechnic equipment and auxiliary workshops, use of various forms of extra-curricular activities for the benefit
of polytechnic education.

Quality training of students in secondary Polytechnic School of training exposed significant doubts, because it
depended on many factors: the availability of manufacturing base, competent teachers among workers and cleverly de-
signed engineering and technical workers training program desired specialty.

Social-economic factor as determinant of normative-legal requlation of the content of pre-school education of
Ukrainian SSR in historic-pedagogical ontogenesis has been revealed. The content of normative-legal mechanisms of
educational activity and their changes according to social-economic, political, ideological and cultural influences in
Ukrainian SSR have been characterized. Retrospective analysis of formation and development of the content of pre-
school education in the Soviet Ukraine showed that the dynamics of its development contains both motive and inhibi-
tory processes, which took place under immediate and normative-legal regulation on the side of the state. Interdepend-
ence and interacting influence of normative-legal factor of the content of pre-school education with the social-economic
one has been reflected, their determination has been grounded.

The conclusion is made that the state educational documents reflected originality of social theory of that time
and the practices of pre-school education in the period from the postwar years till the independence of Ukrainian SSR.
According to the results of the research it is determined that development of the system of pre-school education in
Ukraine in the mentioned period was characterized by the search of more perfect forms, methods, contextual filling of
teaching and upbringing. It is found out that pre-school education was developing according to the needs and demands
of the society, which were determined in decisions of party bodies, resolutions of congresses; the model of pre-school
education is totalitarian, put on ideologic blinkers; the system of regulation is centralized and unified.
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Although slowly, with difficulties, the science steadily, and education practice together with it was moving
away from authoritarianism and found the way of democratization of the content of pre-school education.

The author of publishing offers the archival document - a transcript of the joint meeting of scientists of the In-
stitute of Pedagogy of the USSR and the Institute of Psychology of the USSR (from December 11, 1958), and discussed
the issue of differentiation of training and development abilities of students. This document clearly shows the position
and attitude of the leading Ukrainian scientists in the field of school education to the idea of introducing differentiated
instruction, including the organization of schools for gifted children. Briefly the historical realities outlined that moti-
vated the discussions. It is clear from the transcript text that in discussing the possible introduction of educational in-
novations, Ukrainian scientists have expressed different opinions, in favor of change and against them. The document
may be useful to researchers of schools in the Soviet era.
