The article deals with the views of Feofan Prokopovych on the development of the national school system in the
XVIII century., which were caused by his practice activity as ideologue and theoretician of the reforms of Peter 1. It is
noted that at the beginning of the XVIII century the works «Youth honest mirror» and ABC Book «The FIRST
doctrine» are introduced in schools written by F. Prokopovych, which contain the guidance (but without moralizing) on
various socio-domestic and moral themes. They contain the comparing of Slavic, Greek and Latin languages and
confirm the importance of education for the successful development of the individual. It is emphasized that in the
development of national education and schools the work of F. Prokopovych «Spiritual Rules» plays a prominent role, it
is attributed to a combination of secular and religious education, approves the feasibility of a kind of «Introduction to
the subject», approves the links between different sciences that were read at that time. Its content provides a detailed
plan for the organization of the Academy and seminaries, expresses advanced thoughts on teaching methods, students
regime. It reveals the approaches and principles of the educational process, requirements for teachers, textbooks, books
intended for a wide readership, the students schedule is explained, the role of «Spiritual regulations»in the development
of national education and schools of given period is shown. It was found that the school for children founded by
F. Prokopovych in 1721 in St. Petersburg for children "of any rank", was based on the principles of humanization and
has been for a long time one of the best.

This article deals with the historical and pedagogical analysis of the studies, dedicated to the gymnasial
education in Bukovina. The historiographic problem of the gymnasial development and peculiarities of the scientific
background for historical and pedagogical researches was revealed and learned. It was pointed out that a great
contribution was made both by the foreign and Ukrainian educationalists. The focus was made on classical and real
gymnasia which were conducted by the foreigners. They have contributed into the development of the modern secondary
education. The attention was drawn to the problem of foundation of above mentioned establishments in Bukovinian
region during the researched period (XIX - 1st half of XX century). The scientific division of the literature was made
due to the chronological classification concerning the problem of the formation and development of the gymnasia in the
region. The following periods were distinguished as: researches of the pre-war period (to 1914), of the interwar period
(1918-1939), of the Soviet period (1939-1990) and of the post-Soviet period (since 1991). The place and the role of the
Bukovinian gymnasia have been clarified in the scientific studies of the well-known educationalists of the past and
present times. The significance of the scientific and pedagogical survey was defined for the further researches in the field
of the gymnasial education in Bukovina. It was revealed that the educational process in the gymnasia of Bukovina was
oriented on cultural development.

In this article we analyze the main problems that have taken place in the organization of the learning by the
native language in the primary schools of Transcarpathia, as a part of Hungary, in the 1939-1944 years.In this period
the particular attention gets such issues as the organization of school education in the new conditions, the learning of
the younger schoolchildren by their native language, the language preparation of the teachers of the primary schools for
realization of the tasks of the educational policy of Hungary. The territorial structure had changed in Transcarpathia.
The edge belonged to another state which had implemented its own educational policy. This educational policy was
aimed at supporting the state-build ideas. In turn these ideas should be displayed in the formation of the goals of the
education and upbringing. The activities of the primary schools at the beginning of the 40-th years of XX century was
requlated by the regulatory documents of the Ministry of Religion and Public Education of Hungary. For the
development of Transcarpathian educational and school system was a characteristic tendency to reduce the total
number of the national schools.At the same time in this region were opened the school with the Hungarian language
teaching even in the villages where there are not lived Hungarian population. The public schools often were transformed
into bilingual. In such schools existed the parallel Hungarian classes. In the 1940-1941 years the schools with mother
language teaching had only the Ruthenians, Slovaks and Germans. In Jewish confessional schools there was training by
the national language. The personal support was a big problem in the organization of training by the native language in
the primary schools. The power shift had induced for the change of the management personnel, which would support the
policy of the government. The teacher as a state official was obliged to be highly qualified specialist, a patriot of his
country, a citizen with a well-formed moral principles and behavior. The important condition for the teachers of the
primary schools was to learn the Hungarian language. For this purpose were organized the summer courses, were
guided tours to Budapest, were exchanged by the teachers. The political recovery of the Hungarian government's laws,
the beginning of the Second World War, the deepening of the economic and demographic crisis became the common
background of the development and activity of the primary schools. These recovered laws have also influenced on the
language issues, the personal issues, on the material and technical basis of the educational process in the primary
schools of Transcarpathia.

professional training; foundation prizes and scholarships for disadvantaged students and gifted pupils and so on.

The sources of kobzar and lyre traditions were considered, the concept of singer of heroic glory in such works
«Perebendia», «Haidamaky», «Dumy moi, dumy moi», «Na vichnu pam’iat Kotliarevskomu» was analyzed. It was
established that Kobzar's works revived Perebendia-singer archetype (corresponding to the ancient Orpheus), which
was embodied deeply in the psychics of Ukrainian people at the level of unconscious. It became a personality that proved
the right for everyone to get freedom, free thinking, faith in God and ability to talk with the Lord. It was proved that
Shevchenko’s works were declared by the state as an instrument of its own ideology, interpretation of that kobzar-singer
image in the history of literary education of the Soviet period was trended and used according to the tenets of social
realism and that were the goals of the USSR.

In the article the background and causes of workers' clubs as the main component Proletcult — cultural,
literary and artistic organization of proletarian initiative. Outlined the factors that were the impetus for the cultural
development of the country. Characterized role of Proletkult towards the formation and spreading of ideas of proletarian
culture. It is mentioned that atmosphere of this time despite the difficult situation was a period of social boom of rough
cultural creativity, experiments and total enthusiasm, which was founded on deeply conscious altitude to building of
new forms of life. It was investigated that during this period the system of working clubs was set up in all big cities and
towns on the whole territory of Ukraine. It was discovered the problem of cultural front development perspective which
in fact appeared in Proletcult at once. Proletcult received a great help from Soviet State through the Narkompros. They
gave the best accommodations to create studios, theatres, clubs; lower structures supplied with teachers, etc. Local
bodies of Soviet power, trade union, ordinary workers also supported Proletcult. It was analyzed that phenomenal and
unique thing of proletcultural movement is impossible to imagine without learning of its practical experience.
Questions of proletarian culture worried adherents of Marxism from European countries almost half century, but only
on the territory of Russian Empire after revolution in 1917 it became possible to do it practically. They made a
conclusion that one of the most successful methods of proletarian cultural ideas personification became proletcultural
activity. They analyzed terms, during which Proletcult could develop different activity in a big variety of organization
forms with the help of wide set of methods of work.

The article reveals types of assessment (for lessons, credits, semesters, for academic year, attestation), forms
(digital and verbal), the criteria (objectivity, fairness, consistency), methods (in scores, grading on a 5-point scale, value
judgments) and methods (creative written work and creative exercises) assessment of educational achievements of
students in primary and secondary schools in Ukraine in late XIX - early XX century. Found out that there was a five-
score assessment system in state elementary schools, male and female gymnasiums, real, trade schools that existed in
Ukraine in late XIX - early XX centuries. This system it has changed during the studied period. In some private schools
existed 12-point rating system. Revealed that public and private schools performed assessment of students’
achievements in classrooms, entrance, transferable and final exams on the basis of state standard legal system.
However, private schools used their own assessment criteria developed on various subjects.
