The article reveals the organizational activity of the famous Ukrainian scientist Ivan Semenovich Orlaya in the
field of education. The aim is to explore the innovative ideas of Eagle and implement them on the example of two
educational institutions, in which worked as a teacher - the Nizhyn high school of higher sciences and the Richelieu
Lyceum in Odessa.

The formation of public opinion of I. S. Orlaya, his studies and the path to pedagogy are considered. Attention
is paid to the Nizhyn period in the life of the scientist, during which he began the reorganization of the educational
process in the Nizhyn grammar school on the humanistic principles of philosophical and humanitarian and legal
education and developed the Statute of the Gymnasium in 1825. On the basis of the study of archival sources, the work
of 1. S. Orlaya as director of the Richelieu Lyceum in Odessa was covered. Attention is paid to the project developed by
the director (but only partially implemented) of the draft statute of the Lyceum, according to which the educational
institution should consist of three parts: the lyceum itself, gymnasium and elementary school, in which the lyceum had
two divisions - the philosophical and the politico-juridical, which for content were brought closer to university
faculties.

The pedagogical views defended and implemented by 1. S. Orlay in the Nizhyn high school and the Richelieu
Lyceum endured the test of time. The model of the educational institution created by 1. S. Orlay, which embodied his
educational ideas, gave deep roots: both the gymnasium in Nizhyn and the Lyceum in Odessa became regional centers
for the training of intellectuals, the formation of the intelligentsia. And 1. S. Orlaya’s innovative approaches to the
leadership of educational institutions, the formation of educational programs and their implementation have become an
important step towards their transformation into higher education institutions.

Personal origin sources play a special role in the implementation of historical and pedagogical research.

The author analyzes methodology of personified research; reveals principles of organization and holding of
historical and pedagogical research, some main approaches to the study of teaching personalities and methods of
scientific research. The pedagogical historiography sources have been defined. Considerable attention is paid to the
characteristics of the types, the sorts and the kinds of pedagogical and historiography sources, which have the
information about a pedagogical personality. Peculiar features of pedagogical historiography sources which are the
foundation for a pedagogical personality research have been cleared.

The article analyzes the filling of the personal origins funds of archives and libraries of Ukraine with source
materials about pedagogical personalities; its variety and opportunities for using in the research work are analyzed. The
review of personal funds of the Central State Archive-Museum of Literature and Arts of Ukraine, the Institute of
Manuscripts of the National Library of Ukraine named after V. 1. Vernadskyi, the Institute of Archival Studies of the
National Library of Ukraine, the Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Lviv, the regional state archives and
libraries of Ukraine which represent a huge array of materials reflecting life and work of Ukrainian teachers.

In addition to biographical documents (autobiographies, registration cards, etc.), there are manuscripts of
little-known multi-genre works that deal with various issues of theory and practice of education, training and
education, as well as lecture notes and other methodological materials. The documents of these personal funds cover the
period of the second half of the nineteenth and first half of the twentieth century and concern educational and
pedagogical processes in different regions of Ukraine. Their volume ranges from 12 to 522 cases.

The article deals with the activity of the Ukrainian society «Plast» of the XIXth half of the XIX century,
aspects of the founding and classification of members, and the formation of a civil society. The Ukrainian society
«Plast» of the second half of the XIXth century in its educational and educational activity was analyzed, priority
directions were determined, the use of which could be effective in the formation of nationally conscious youth.

«Plast» is a Ukrainian organization whose goal is to promote, as well as comprehensive, patriotic education
and self-education of Ukrainian youth on the basis of Christian morality, and, based on the ideological principles of
Plast, to raise Ukrainian youth in conscious, responsible and full-fledged citizens of local, national and world
communities - and leaders of Ukrainian society. In «Plast», they sought to educate a person healthy and strong in body
and spirit, to create a harmonious, comprehensive character, to develop strength and courage, to encourage young
people the convenience and practicality, the ability to science and art, the ability to think clearly and logically. Love and
respect for the heroes of the liberation struggle directed the first pilots’ journeys along the paths of the Ukrainian Sich
Riflemen. Life in nature has become perhaps the strongest form factor in the system of educational education. The
journeys and camps provided a young environment and an opportunity for the practical application of the training of
character, the development of willpower, spiritual and physical restraint, as life in youth groups and camps develops the
social education of youth, gives rise to many opportunities for the explosion of youthful energy, softening the need for
active communication.
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The word «layer» was used as an analogue of the English «scouting», which originated from the name of the
Kuban Cossack scouts who crawled on their bellies, and served search engines to Cossack army. «Plast» appeared with
the apparent need for youth organizations to serve the Ukrainian people, and was a national organization, which
massively hurtuvalas Ukrainian school, peasant and working youth, stood some modes youth and older scouts,
organized itinerant and permanent camps, leaving reservoir publications, including «Young Life».

In the «reservoir» sought to educate people healthy and strong body and spirit, to create a harmonious,
comprehensive character, develop strength and courage cultivate young praktykchnist convenience and ability in
science and art, the ability to think clearly and logically. Unlike the «Host» and «Falcon», who worked mainly with
young people mature, «Plast» and formed their own national traits of preschool and school age and only outside school.

The youth was preparing for state life, learned to struggle with life’s difficulties, to consciously understand
their role and place in society, to subordinate their own interests for the benefit of the common cause for the best fate of
Ukraine and its people.

Pedagogical press plays a very important role in the processes of the promotion and spread of the innovation
pedagogical ideas and achievements. From the second half of XX century all-Union newspapers and various republican
pedagogical newspapers and journals functioned successfully in Ukraine. In addition to central periodicals, regional
editions propagated advanced pedagogical experience.

This paper covers the survey of the publications, aimed at the promotion of advanced pedagogical experience, in
regional pedagogical editions of lvano-Frankivsk and Dmnipropetrovsk regions: newspaper «Radianskyi pedahoh»
(«Soviet educator»), «Pedahoh of Prykarpattia» («Educator of near-Carpathian area») and «Dzerelo» («Source») at the
end of XX - the beginning of XXI centuries. Regional sources give true information about innovative search and
confirm that the innovation movement in Ukraine is active all over its territory. Local editions promoted the activity of
the teachers, whose names were known in the region; in this way, their example was presented to a wider circle of people
for personal creative re-thinking. Special columns were in local periodical editions: «Address of advanced experience»,
«New school - new approaches», «School of a new type» and others. Analyzing the material presented in local editions,
we can reproduce the majority of the trends of innovation search in Ukraine in general. The regional pedagogical
newspapers introduced the activities of innovative and author schools, disseminated the experience of the humanization
of school education, differentiated learning, and also printed creative materials for teachers and students, pedagogical
reflections, relevant interviews, reports, lessons, original scripts, etc.

In addition to the achievements of regional teachers, regional editions popularized the experience of
distinguished teachers V. Sukhomlynsky, V. Shatalov and S. Amonashuili.

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The article attempts to analyze the conditions and specifics of implementation of Ukrainian studies in the field
of out-of-school education in the USSR in 20-ies of the XX century in the context of the policy of Ukrainization. The
goal is implemented using a method of retrospective analysis of representative sources, primarily documents of NCE of
USSR, scientific-pedagogical and cultural-educational publications. The article describes the difficulties and successes
of this process, peculiarities of the implementation of Ukrainian studies in different institutions of out-of-school
education. Special attention is paid to the official position of the authorities regarding the Ukrainian studies «as the
second stage of Ukrainization».

The research results show that, despite the ambiguity of the methods of distribution of the Ukrainian
knowledge in the framework of the official rate, a real opportunity was created for the general public to join the
achievements of Ukrainian studies, which was an important component of the process of national cultural revival in
Ukraine. During the investigated period, the network of cultural and educational institutions had been growing, and
extra-curricular forms of attracting various age and social groups to the treasury of knowledge about Ukraine and the
Ukrainian people were diversified. It is noted that Ukrainian studies during the 1920s laid deep roots in the minds of
the people, preserved in its historical memory, in order to reborn in a decade on a new socio-political basis.

The author comes to the conclusion that the experience of introduction of Ukrainian studies in various spheres
of social life, in particular, in the field of extracurricular education, acquired during the period under study is not only a
property of history. Its defining conceptual foundations, and even concrete organizational forms, have not lost their
significance in modern times, as today’s Ukrainian studies, as in the past, remain an important factor in the formation
of the national consciousness of Ukrainian citizens and represent a significant factor in state processes.

Reorganization of the higher education system significantly influenced the development of science in higher
educational institutions, the formation of a new scientific elite, areas and methods of scientific research. The new terms
«reflexology», «pedology» appeared in the scientific usage. Studying archival documents, reflexology is considered as a
subject in the training of teaching staff in Kharkiv Institute of Public Education. The work of the scientific-research
department of pedagogy in Kharkiv Institute of Public Education and the work of the section of reflexology is analyzed.

The reflexology movement in pedagogic science was formed in the twenties of the XX century in Ukraine. All
the leading scientific and educational forces were on reflexology position. A new scientific revolution, a new stage in
pedagogy started. The main reason of this was the critical state of pedagogic science, which rejected the old model and
needed a new foundation, its own methodological basis.

The article describes the peculiarities of reflexology movement which provides a deep understanding of the
student’s nature, their individual features and capabilities, respect for the children’s personality, taking care of their
harmonious development. Humanization of education requires relating to every student as to unique personality and as
to the subject of free development.

While working in the Central State Archives of the Supreme Public Authorities and Governments of Ukraine,
we analyzed the curriculum and programs of the departments of Kharkiv Institute of Public Education and found out
that the subject «Reflexology» was studied at the Department of Vocational Education and Social Education. But the
programs on reflexology we have not found. We only found an explanatory note to the curriculum of the Department of
Vocational Education of Kharkiv Institute of Public Education.

The paper covers organisational principles of school education reform during the Ukrainian revolution period -
the time of development of the national school and its theoretical bases while forming the Ukrainian nationality. The
presented bibliographic list of historiography and sources of study will be useful for the researchers of history of
education and pedagogy as well as those who take part in the current reform process.

The periodization of the reform of school education in Ukraine (1917-1921) was carried out. The author
analyzes the peculiarities of reforms in the following directions: creation of the structure of school education;
organization of decentralization management system; definition of the content of education; introduction of the
Ukrainian language; development of teaching methods. The key directions of reforming of school education in the
activities of the Ministry of National Education of the UPR (1917-1921) are highlighted.
